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The Old Silver Mine Carriage Road (Gin no Basha Michi) is part of the Japan Heritage site,
"Bantan's Silver Carriage Road and Ore Road."
It was Japan's first high-speed industrial road, connecting Ikuno Mine—once praised as the nation's premier mine,
famed as "Sado's Gold and Tkuno's Silver"—with Shikama Port (now Himeji Port), a distance of approximately 49 km.

Enjoy a day trip following this historically romantic route from Himeji City to Kamikawa Town,
and refresh your mind and body at the hot spring spots along the way.
